FUNDRAISING IDEAS FOR LHM SUNDAY
To maximize your congregation’s giving efforts, you may want to consider 
doing collections for more than one Sunday or not just during the service 
on LHM Sunday. 

Here are some other ways to help increase your congregation’s donations 
to help support Lutheran Hour Ministries:

•	 Designate a few Sundays to have offering collections for Lutheran 		
	 Hour Ministries, and either have it start with LHM Sunday, or have 	
	 that be the final Sunday for the collection.

•	 Set up a display in the back of the church promoting a program or 	
	 two of LHM and have an offering box set out with it for members to 	
	 drop their envelopes or money into for a few weeks.

•	 Utilize the Children’s message to talk to the children in Sunday 		
	 school and do a special offering with the children. The children save 	
	 loose change, payments for special errands, gifts from relatives, etc.

•	 Focus on a particular LHM program such as International Ministries 	
	 and have the children bring in loose change to help fund the 		
	 spreading of the Good News to children in other countries who 
	 have never heard of Jesus.	
•	 Talk to the various groups or organizations within your congregation 	
	 for a donation from their group:
	 •	 Men’s Club
	 •	 Ladies Aid Society
	 •	 LWML
	 •	 Youth Group
	 •	 Bible Study Groups

•	 Host a Pot Luck luncheon after church, and show the LHM Sunday 	
	 Promo DVD, give a presentation and do a collection after eating.

•	 If showing the Promo DVD during the service is not an option, hold a 	
	 special Bible study hour to show the LHM Promo DVD and then use 	
	 the Sermon outlines provided online as the Bible Study.

LHM SUNDAY PLANNING CHECKLIST

Review the contents of this packet, including this tips sheet to get ideas 
on hosting a successful LHM Sunday. 

o	 Meet with your LHM Ambassador (if your church has one) to 
	 set a date and plan the event. If Feb. 5 does not work for your  		
	 congregation, select another date that works for your 
	 church calendar. 

o	 Determine the best time for someone impacted or connected 		
	 to LHM ministry efforts (maybe an LHM Ambassador) to present 		
	 the DVD and/or downloadable Talking Points to the congregation. 	
	 If your congregation does not have an LHM Ambassador, enlist a 		
	 volunteer to give the presentation or consider giving it yourself.

o	 Pass the tips sheet along to the LHM Sunday spokesperson you 		
	 have appointed to make a presentation.  

o	 Help locate a DVD player for the spokesperson’s use.

o	 Consider using the children’s sermon and order of service 
	 that are available online. 

o	 Consider having an information table about Lutheran Hour 		
	 Ministries in the narthex.

o	 Include LHM Sunday bulletin announcements in your church 		
	 newsletter and bulletin and on your website, and hang the 		
	 LHM Sunday posters on the church bulletin board.

o	 Introduce the LHM Sunday spokesperson to the congregation 		
	 before his/her presentation.

o	 Have the LHM Sunday spokesperson or admin staff organize 		
	 having the bulletin inserts and giving envelopes insert into 		
	 your bulletin or handed out prior to the service. 

o	 Encourage your congregation members to make a check out 
	 to Lutheran Hour Ministries and then place it in the offering 		
	 envelope for your church to send to Lutheran Hour Ministries. If 		
      your church elects to take a door collection and write a single check 	
	 to Lutheran Hour Ministries, please mail it back to LHM (along with 	
	 the offering envelopes from individual donors) in the congregational 	
	 treasurer’s envelope so that your church’s gift is properly credited.

TALKING POINTS FOR YOUR CHURCH

Welcome to Lutheran Hour Ministries Sunday. It’s my pleasure to 
share with you today how God is using Lutheran Hour Ministries to 
make a difference in the lives of people all over the world!

We have all seen numerous examples recently of a seismic shift 
throughout North America from a Christ-following to a post-Christian 
culture. More than ever, God is calling His believers to the work of 
reaching out to those who don’t yet know Him. That is why Lutheran 
Hour Ministries, from the time of its first radio broadcast of The 
Lutheran Hour in 1930, has been on the forefront of sharing the Good 
News of Jesus to a lost and hurting world. And it’s also why Lutheran 
Hour Ministries wants to join congregations across North America in 
reaching the unchurched in their communities.

Lutheran Hour Ministries partners with congregations like ours to 
help put our faith into action. Through the power of the Holy Spirit, 
Lutheran Hour Ministries shares the Gospel message about 1 million 
times a week in the United States. Around the globe through LHM’s 
more than 30 international ministry centers, about 350,000 people 
whose lives were changed by the Holy Spirit responded last year to 
the ministry’s culturally relevant outreach efforts, ranging from locally-
produced radio and TV broadcasts to Bible Correspondence Courses 
and from performing arts ministry to digital outreach and more.

•	 Operation Barnabas, a program to reach out to members of the 		
	 U.S. Armed Forces;
•	 Spanish-language resources, children’s resources and more.
