Ambassador Monthly Update Reports are printed,
monthly donor status reports for each congregation.

Annual Donor Reports are printed annual reports
that show donation trends in each congregation.

Annual Ministry Report is a printed report that is
distributed to officers and top donors each fall.

Great Things Are Happening at LHM is a monthly
e-mail from LHM’s executive director that spotlights
one key ministry program.

Hope for You is a printed, quarterly newsletter for
LHM donors. It’s also posted online.

League Services Web Site is a password-protected
site for LLL field volunteers.

LHM Online Store is a place where you can view
and buy LHM apparel, booklets, and more.

LHM Resources for Your Church is a monthly e-mail
to pastors and church workers about one key LHM
program. Links lead to other helpful programs.

Ministry Update is an online/e-mailed monthly
resource featuring several LHM news stories

Monthly Themes Calendar bimonthly notices are
printed sheets that feature monthly talking points
about one LHM ministry and int’l office, plus idea
starters for promoting LHM in congregations.

Press Releases are online/e-mail notices that
report breaking news about LHM and its ministries.

The Envoy is a printed, bimonthly newsletter for LLL
volunteers (and retired volunteers upon request).

The Lutheran Layman is a printed newspaper that
covers general LHM and Int’l LLL news. It is mailed
to current donors seven times per year.
