The Lutheran Hour radio program, with the Rev. Greg Seltz 
now serving as Speaker, shares the Savior’s story of salvation 
to a weekly audience of more than 800,000 people. Sponsored 
completely by individuals who wish to share the joy of Jesus, 
the broadcast has brought Christ to the nations and the hearts 
of hurting humanity for more than 80 years. Today, traditional 
radio transmission is being complemented by offerings 
available through the web and via Podcast downloads. A 
slightly modified version of the broadcast, entitled The 
Lutheran Hour: Bringing Christ to the Nations, presents the 
weekly message to members of the military and their families 
over the American Forces Network. 

Rev. Seltz succeeded to the Speaker microphone following the Rev. Dr. Ken Klaus, who retired 
from full-time duties at the end of the 2010 calendar year after serving in the Speakership since 
2002. Rev. Seltz joined Lutheran Hour Ministries after serving for many years at Concordia 
University in Irvine, California as the Director of the Cross-Cultural Ministry Center as well as 
professor of Theology. He has also served as Executive Director of Life's Journey Ministries, an 
urban not-for-profit evangelism ministry in Manhattan New York; as founding pastor of Church Forurban, not for profit evangelism ministry in Manhattan, New York; as founding pastor of Church For 
All Nations (LCMS) in Manhattan, the first new Lutheran mission start in New York City in more 
than 40 years; and as pastor of congregations in Dallas and Tampa.
